The progress report of the Noncommercial Partnership

«the International Sport Federation of Firefighters and Rescuers» 

for 2010-2014 and tasks for 2015-2018


According to statutory activity of the Noncommercial Partnership                              «the International Sport Federation of Firefighters and Rescuers», in pursuance of the Resolutions of the Conferences and the annually plans of major sports events of «the International Sport Federation of Firefighters and Rescuers» (further – the Federation), there was performed a number of events on development and strengthening the Fire and Rescue Sport and also the international activity by the executives bodies of the Federation: the Executive Committee, the Main Jury, the Sport and Technical Committee, the Disciplinary Anti-Doping Committee and the Audit Commission.

At the Conference there was noted, that for 2010-2014 the calendar of competitions is stabilized, status of competitions among athletes with the restriction the upper limit of age «youth teams» was adopted, teams of girls and women in individual and team competitions of fire and rescue sport have become the official participants of the competitions. The judicial corps of specialists with the title «the International Judge» significantly has been expanded; there is tendency of increase and implementation of innovative sports technology, and also intense competition of athletes and national teams for prizes, which is a powerful incentive for international cooperation.

Also it should be noted the tendency of improving the level of conduct unusual and creative, with the national color, solemn ceremonies of opening and closing ceremonies at the competitions, sports rituals and demonstration performances, complemented by innovative and entertainment events, which  become a tradition for each competition.

For the reporting period, on highly organized and qualitative level, there were conducted XI, XII, XIII и XIV International Conferences, which was attended about 165 delegates and the representatives of the fire and rescue services and associations of the member-countries of the Federation and invited countries; there was adopted 48 Resolutions that regulate the sports activity of the Federation.

With the support and direct participation of the heads of state fire and rescue services, executive bodies and national public organizations, the Federation organized and conducted 11 World Championships, 1 international tournaments and World Women Championship, which was attended about 1158 athletes. For the four years, on the sports tracks at the stadiums there were played about 498 sets of medals (gold, silver, bronze); there were named the record holders and world champions in sports disciplines of the fire and rescue sport.
Heard and discussed the progress report on sports activity and results of the Federation for 2010-2014, and in order to define the main objectives for the period 2015-2018, XV International Conference of Noncommercial Partnership of «the International Sport Federation of Firefighters and Rescuers» decided:

1. To approve the progress report on sports activity and results of the Federation for the period 2010-2014.


2. To recognize the work of the Federation for the reporting period satisfactory.

3. To note the positive dynamics of growth in the number of participating countries and teams in the World Championships, increase the authority the Federation in the field of physical culture and sport, improvement of the interaction system between the governing and executive bodies of the Federation.


4. The Executive Committee should consider the decisions of the management bodies as priority task and also cooperation with the Sport and Technical Committee, the Disciplinary Anti-Doping Committee and the Audit Commission of the Federation, the heads of the associations and national federations of the fire and rescue sport.


5. For achieving the statutory objectives, the Federation should consider the priority as follows:


5.1. Consolidation of international movement and unification of sports organizations, developing fire and rescue sport; adoption of new countries (states) and association members in the Federation.


5.2. Implementation of the Plan of major sports events of the Federation in 2015, organization and conduct the World Championships and official international competitions at a high organizational and technical level.

5.3. Improving the efficiency and availability of Internet resources, creation and distribution of souvenirs, advertising, printing, film, photo and video production, involvement of the mass media to promote the Fire and Rescue sport at the international level.

6. Development, improvement and support of the youth sports movement, involvement of girls and women to the fire and rescue sport and participation in sports activities of the Federation.
