1. A 100-meter strip with obstacles — 15,37 seconds — it is seted up by
Belchenko Eugenie (Ukraine) in IV World championship among firefighters and
rescuers in a Sofia (Republic Bulgaria) in 2008.

2. Rise on an assault ladder in a window of 4-th floor of an educational
tower — 13,12 seconds — is seted up by Tishkovsky Alexander (Belarus) in IV
World Championship among firefighters and rescuers in Sofia (Republic Bulgaria)
in 2008.

The maximum achievements:

1. Rise on an assault ladder in a window of 4-th floor of an educational
tower indoors — 13,52 seconds — is seted up by Dyomin Dmitry (Russian
Federation) on the I Europe Championship among firefighters and rescuers in a St.-
Petersburg (Russian Federation) in 2003.

2. A double-event — 28,87 seconds — it is seted up by Belchenko Eugenie
(Ukraine) in IV World championship among firefighters and rescuers in Sofia
(Republic Bulgaria) in 2008.

3. Fire relay race 4x100m — 53,52 seconds — it is seted up by a combined
team of Belarus in IV World Championship among firefighters and rescuers in
Sofia (Republic Bulgaria) in 2008.



4. Fighting expansion — 26,01 seconds — it is seted up by combined team of
the Czech Republic in the II Europe Championship among firefighters and rescuers
in Ostrava (the Czech Republic) in 2005.
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
