Сompetition rules

Competition rules on fire-rescue (fire-applied) Sports apply to all fire and rescue service, sport federations and societies, and other organizations that represent the countries that joined the International Sports Federation of firefighters and rescuers
1. Conducting of competition
1.1. General provisions

Competition rules on fire-rescue (fire-applied) sport are obligatory for States,
joined the International Sports Federation of firefighters and rescuers, when conducting international competitions.


  The results shown by the athletes shall be  accepted as valid only if they are shown on the official competitions, approved the Plan of major sporting events of the International sport Federation of firefighters and rescuers (hereinafter the Federation), as well as at competitions, commemorative dates, holidays, friendly meetings, etc., not provided for in advance by the plan, but carried out in strict accordance with the requirements of this Regulation.
                     1.2.Sport disciplines fire-rescue (fire-applied) sports

1.2.1.The program of competitions for men:
- climbing with the hook ladder on the 4th floor of a training tower;;
-  overcome the 100-meter obstacle course;
-  double-event (climbing with the hook ladder on the 4th floor of a training tower and overcoming the 100-meter obstacle course). 
(Held at the individual championship, in the team event not taken into account);
 - Fire relay 4x100 meters;
- Combat deployment.
1.2.2.The program of competitions for women:
- climbing with the hook ladder on the 2th floor of a training tower;;
-  overcome the 100-meter obstacle course;
-  double-event (climbing with the hook ladder on the 2th floor of a training tower and overcoming the 100-meter obstacle course). 
(Held at the individual championship, in the team event not taken into account);
 - Fire relay 4x100 meters;
- Combat deployment.
1.2.3.Competition program for young men and juniors:
- climbing with the hook ladder on the 2th floor of a training tower for boys younger age group (14 years and under);
- f climbing with the hook ladder on the 2th floor of a training tower or boys middle age group (15-16 years);
 -climbing with the hook ladder on the 3th floor of a training tower for juniors (17-18 years);
-  overcome the 100-meter obstacle course for boys younger age group (14 years and under);
-  overcome the 100-meter obstacle course for young men middle age group (15-16 years);
-  overcome the 100-meter obstacle course for juniors (17-18 years);
- Fire relay race for young men and juniors 4x100m;
- Combat deployment for youths and juniors.
1.2.4.Competition program for girls and juniors:
--climbing with the hook ladder on the 2th floor of a training tower for girls younger age group (14 years and under);
- -climbing with the hook ladder on the 2th floor of a training tower for girls middle age group (15-16 years);
- climbing with the hook ladder on the 2nd floor of a training tower for juniors (17-18 years);
-  overcome the 100-meter obstacle course for girls younger age group (14 years and under);
-  overcome the 100-meter obstacle course for women middle age group (15-16 years);
-  overcome the 100-meter obstacle course for juniors (17-18 years);
- Fire relay race for girls and juniors 4x100m;
- Combat deployment for women and juniors.
Regulations about competition
1.3.1. The competitions are held according to the regulations approved by the organization conducting the competitions.
1.3.2. The competition regulations must include the following sections:
 a) the goals, objectives and nature of the competition;
  b) the organization of the competition;
  c) the term and venue of the competition;
  d) participating organizations and competitors;
  e) the program of the competition;
   f) the composition of the team and to settle on a sports disciplines;
   g) procedure and conditions for determining the individual and team championship;
   h) decorating;
   i) the conditions of admission of sports delegations and participants;
   k) procedure and terms for submission of applications
1.3.3. The regulations of the competitions should be directed to the organizations invited to participate in international competitions, not less than 6 months before the start of competitions.
1.3.4. Changes and additions to the Statute may make only organization approved it, but not later than one month before the competition starts, informing the participating organizations.
Regulation should not contradict the rules of the competition on fire-rescue (fire-applied) Sport (hereinafter - the Rules). The provisions of Paragraphs must be accurate and exclude different interpretations.

Performance measurement
1.4.1. To determine the employed teams of places sports performance teams (athletes) participate in team and individual-team competitions are evaluated according to the provisions of a specific international event.
1.4.2. In individual-team competitions in the team championship standings accepted the best sports and technical results of the crediting of athletes in sports disciplines.
In the case of partial offset, the command takes place after the teams with full credit. If two or more teams have the same incomplete standings, these teams occupy one place subsequent place is not awarded. The latter took the team with fewer valid results.
In the absence of results from several teams in the sport disciplines of fire relay and combat deployment they awarded last place, corresponding to the number of participating teams in the sport disciplines.

1.4.3. Individual (team) championship in the sports disciplines for all categories of athletes (except fire relay race for men and women) is determined by the best result shown in one of two attempts. Team championship in the fire relay among men and women is determined by the best result, one of the two compositions of a sports team. Each team has one attempt for performance the sports discipline. 
.1.4.4.  In case of equality result in two or more athletes in the rise on an assault ladder, overcoming the 100-meter obstacle course gets the advantage athlete showed the best amount of time of two attempts. In case of equality amount of time two attempts - the best result in the first attempt, then - who started earlier. In case of equality of all indicators athletes awarded one place subsequent place is not awarded. At equality of results in the combat deployment (for all categories of athletes) and fire relay (for boys and junior girls and junior) higher place is awarded to the team that has the best amount of time of two attempts. In case of equality amount of time two attempts - the best result in the first attempt, then - who started earlier. In case of equality of all indicators teams awarded one place subsequent place is not awarded.
In the case of the same result in fire relay (men and women), the highest place is awarded to the team which started earlier. In case of equality of all indicators teams awarded one place subsequent place is not awarded.

At equality of results in double-event two or more sportsmen advantage goes to the athlete, who showed the best result in the rise of a hook ladder. At equality of results on an assault ladder gets the advantage an athlete performed better on a 100-meter obstacle course. In case of equality of all indicators athletes awarded one place subsequent place is not awarded

1.4.5. For determination of the winners in the rise on an assault ladder and overcome the 100-meter obstacle course conducted semifinal and final races. The results of the semi-final and final races in the team event not included. The number of athletes semifinal and final rounds is determined by the amount of cross-country tracks.
In the case of  equality  results among the participants of the two semifinal heats prevail athlete, who started earlier. In case of equality results shown in one race finalists are determined by the results of preliminary races.
The winners are determined by the results of the final race, regardless of the results shown in previous races competitions. The athletes, who showed the same results in the final race, awarded the same (higher) place, subsequent place is not awarded.
Athletes who have received the right to participate in the final, but did not do the exercise because of injuries, false starts or violations of the rights awarded to the last place in the finals of the enacted.
1.5. Abolition of the competitions
Abolition the competition, postpone their start, stop, or to announce a temporary break is entitled to the chief judge of the competition in the following cases:
a) a place of competitions (stadium, sports facilities) unprepared to conduct;
b) equipment, ammunition or equipment are not available or are made with deviation from the rules (or out of order);
c) the competition is hampered by adverse weather conditions or other reasons that violate the normal course of the competition;
d) there is no medical staff.

1.6. Appeals and protests
In the case if the athletes, team officials and other competitors (members of sports technical committee and the panel of judges) have any questions and doubts about the correctness of the competition, as well as in cases of inadequate informed decisions of individual judges, representatives of the teams may apply to the Chief Judge competition, his deputies or senior judge in this sport discipline statements or protests.

Petition and protests must be submitted to the Ground Jury team representatives no later than 15 minutes after the event, in connection with which the petition is served or protest. The decision on the application or protests must be made before the next sport discipline. If the decision is not made until the next discipline, the athlete (team) continues to take part in the competition conditionally. Taken by the main judge of a decision on the merits of the petition or protest is final and not subject to review.

2.Competitors of competitions

2.1.Age groups of athletes

2.1.1. Age groups of athletes participating in the competition, divided into the following categories:
a) boys and girls:
younger group - 14 years and under;
the middle group - 15-16 years.
b) juniors and juniors - 17-18 years.
c) youth group (men and women) - in '23 and younger.
d) adult group (men and women) - 18 years old and older

Note: The age of the athletes is determined by year of birth. In some competitions the athlete is eligible to compete only for one age group.
2.1.youth (juniors), girls (juniors) are allowed to act in the competition to rank higher than his age group with a certificate of medical institution (with written permission from a doctor).
2.2. Team composition and test by type of program.

2.2.1. The rules of composition the team and test are determined for the Championship (Cup) World Championship (Cup) European Championship (Cup) Asia.
Note: for other international competitions the composition and the classification is determined by the specific provision.

2.3. The tolerance of athletes for competitions
2.3.1. Athletes are allowed to compete in accordance with the requests. To competitions sportsmen have a special sports-technical training in fire-fighting and rescue (fire-applied) sport.
2.3.2. Applications must be completed in strict accordance with the Rules and Regulations of the competition and submitted to the committee on admission to the competition (Credentials Committee) within the time specified in the Regulations (application number 11).
Applications for participation in the competition in each category and age group athletes filled separately.
The organization, notifying the athlete to the competition, the application ensures its insurance accident during training or competitions at the same time is responsible for this.
The application also includes athletes who are admitted to participate in the individual competition (out of competition).
If you want to make a reshuffle announced athletes in sports disciplines served request. (application number 12).
The decision to request. athletes accepted only in exceptional cases (exemption by the tournament doctor, or athlete for reasons deemed valid panel of judges).
  The decision to over request athletes ' applications will only be accepted in exceptional cases (release the athlete to the doctor of the competitions or for reasons deemed justified by panel of judges).
2.3.3. Additional applications on the admission of new athletes must be submitted on the form provided for the name of the application.

2.3.4. Additional applications and re applications must be submitted no later than 1 hour before the start of the competition in this sports discipline. In conducting competitions in the fire relay (for boys and junior girls and junior), as well as combat deployment (for all categories of athletes), and re applications are accepted during the competition in these sports disciplines, in accordance with clause 2.3.2.

2.4. Duties and rights of athletes
2.4.1. An athlete must know the competition rules, Notice of Race and all the conditions of competition for this type.
2.4.2. The athlete is obliged to act in the competition on their own. Nobody has the right to give him any support during the exercise. In case of violation of the Rules, the athlete (team), the result is not counted. Medical care provided in the venues official medical personnel, as well as verbal or visual information from persons outside the venue of the competition, does not apply to prohibited assistance
2.4.3. For indiscipline or unsportsmanlike conduct athlete is booked. For a second violation, the athlete may be disqualified and barred from participation in the remaining sports disciplines. For serious violations, the athlete will be disqualified without warning. The athlete, who showed a clear technical unprepared ness of the speech, can be excluded from participation in this sport discipline. The athlete may also be removed by the official doctor due to illness.

 2.4.4. Athletes do not use before and during competition doping substances, artificially improving the physical and mental state (the list is published annually by the world anti-doping Agency (WADA).

Any medication taken by an athlete for medical purposes in the course of two days before the competition, he or the team representative should officially announce the race officials. Athletes caught using banned substances be removed from competition and will be disqualified.
The order of selection of athletes for doping control doping is set by the competition Commission. To assist the Commission from the judiciary Board allocates one or two judges.
Selected to monitor the athlete after the competition is given a notice stating the time and place of the taking of bioassays.
The athlete must sign the notice, confirming that he knew about the call to doping control. The athlete must report to the doping room point for the delivery of bioassay not later than 1 hour after the end of competitions in their discipline.
2.4.5. To the place competition the athletes, according to start protocols, organized overlook the overall group under the leadership of judge for participants.
2.4.6. Athlete (team) shall timely appear at the start in the form of clothing prescribed by the Regulations. For delaying the start for more than 2 minutes, while on a combat deployment – 5 minutes, the athlete (team) loses attempt in this kind of competitions.
2.4.7. Absence from the start of the declared athletes in the first or second try without a valid reason is considered a refusal to participate in the competition and will result in disqualification in this sports discipline with the exception of the result from the team competition. Exemption from participation in the claimed type of competitions can be given only by the doctor of the competitions or senior judge on the form.
The athlete is responsible for the technical condition of his equipment and clothing.
2.4.8. An athlete may apply to the judge on matters relating to the exercises. In all other cases, it has the right to appeal to the judge only through a representative of his team.
2.5. Apparel, equipment and footwear athletes

 2.5.1. The athletes compete in all sports disciplines in sports suits, firefighters or sports helmets, fire-sports belt, wearing special shoes on both feet. 2.5.2. The outfit and the cut of the garment shall meet the following requirements:
a) a sports suit of an opaque material even in wet condition. Bottom sleeves should be at the level of the hands, bottom of pants is not higher than 10 cm from the ground level;
b) special shoes designed for foot protection and lasting contact with the surface of the sports track. Shoes should not be a special design, which gives the athlete any advantage over other athletes. On the soles and heels are allowed to have spikes or nest them, notches, grooves, teeth or projections
C) fire belt sports, with a minimum width of 45 mm, must have a metal buckle.
2.5.3. Color sports (combat) clothing, helmets (in team sports) should be the same for the whole team (except for the athlete on the 4th stage of fire relay race), clothing should be clean and neatly form-fitting.
2.5.4. Participant of the 4th stage of the fire relay should be in mittens or gloves. Face must be protected with a protective, transparent visor (visor). For boys (Junior), under 18 girls (juniors) and is incorporated in the use of inner helmet. While extinguishing burning liquids visor should be omitted.

2.5.5. Personal identification numbers are issued to the athlete by the organization conducting the competition. If all athletes receive only one number, the rise of a hook ladder should be fastened to the back, and in other sporting disciplines on the chest.
2.5.6. On clothes athlete should be the emblem of the country he represents. The purpose of advertising is allowed on sports suits and helmets have the trademark of the sponsor. On solemnities, the opening and closing of the competition the team should be in the same form of clothes. Each delegation must go to the solemn opening and closing ceremonies of the competition with the flag of their country, which provide up to the competition organizers.
2.5.7. Athletes came to the competition in the clothing, equipment and shoes that do not meet the requirements of the Regulations for the competition are not allowed.
2.6. Duties and rights of members and coaches.

2.6.1. Each team participating in the competition should have a representative and a coach.
2.6.2. The representative needs to know rules and regulations such competitions and guided by them.
2.6.3. The representative is entitled to receive the certificate of the competitions in the Ground Jury and the results of the competition - in the secretariat.

2.6.4. The representative, being the team leader, is responsible for the equipment, timely attendance to the competition (gathering) and the participation of the team in the solemn ceremonies of the competition. 

2.6.5. The representative has the right to submit additional applications, re-applications, protests and oral statements.
2.6.6. The representative must be present at the meetings of the panel of judges (if they are held together with representatives), he is allowed to speak at these meetings on behalf of the team and participate in the draw. Only the representative has the right to set the order of performance of athletes of their team in the competition, which is to be specified in the application.

2.6.7. Representatives shall be prohibited during the competition in order to interfere with the judges and persons conducting competitions.
2.6.8. The team representative has no right to leave the venue until their full completion and summarizing the day.

 2.6.9. The representative informs the participants about all the orders of the jury
2.6.10. In the absence of the representative (for good reason), his duties are performed by the team coach, who enjoys all the rights of a representative.
2.6.11. The representative of the coach can not be members of the panel of judges conducting these competitions. 
2.6.12. For lack of discipline or unsportsmanlike conduct representative or coach is warning. For repeated violations, they will be barred from further participation in these competitions.
3.Panel of referee
3.1. The General part

3.1.1. Competitions in Fire and Rescue (fire-applied) sport must be carried out with the participation of an official (approved MSFPS) of the panel of judges. The rest of the referee (members of the jury), trained and committed sports and Technical Committee (hereinafter - STK) are complemented by sports federations (organizations) countries, which hold competitions (take part in competitions).
At the world championships (international competitions) appointed chief judge-inspector who is a member of the panel of judges.

3.1.2. Members of the Jury are advised to wear distinctive signs indicating judicial office. The organization of the competition, can provide the members of the panel of judges form a single sample and color.
3.1.3. Judges of the competition are prohibited:
a) leave the venue without permission from a senior judge or chief referee of the competition;
b) provide any assistance to athletes (except medical);
c) compete as an athlete or as a representative of the team.

3.1.4. If the referee during the competition (race) erred in judging (violated the requirements of the Rules, the order and sequence of events, etc.), it should be removed from further officiating (replaced by another referee).
3.1.5. The Jury shall consist of:
a) the panel of judges;
b) referees , the number of which is determined by the scale, the number of sports disciplines and place of the competition (see. p.3.18).
To organize judging for individual sports disciplines judges combined in the brigade, headed by main referee on the form.

3.1.6. In applying on the competition electrical, mechanical, electronic devices, relevant judicial brigade should be complemented by the necessary number of technical workers.
3.1.7. The order of the exercises, infringement, and hindrance of the athletes during the competition define only the members of the jury together with LCC members. If in the discussion of issues in judging the opinions of the members of the jury and LCC differ, the final decision belongs to the chief judge.
3.2. The chief judging panel

3.2.1. For the competition is appointed by the Ground Jury (hereinafter - GSK), composed of the Chief Justice, Deputy Chief Justice, the Chief Secretary, senior judges, deputy senior judges, a doctor of the competition (he is the Deputy Chief Judge for the medical unit), the primary starter, the judge-informant , STC members, chief Justice inspector.
3.2.2. The members of the HSC are involved in resolving disputes and protests, as well as in cases not covered by the Rules and Regulations of the competition, but do not have the right to change their wording and substance.
3.3. Main referee

3.3.1. Main referee is the head of the competition, the lead panel of judges.

3.3.2. The duties of the Chief Justice includes:
a) scheduling of the competition by days and hours (if it is not in the position);
b) an explanation of the judges, members and participants of the competition procedure, which provides:
- Clarify and explain the provisions of the Competition;
- A statement of the order of the solemn opening and closing ceremonies;

 - Clarification of procedure for the conduct of sports disciplines (number of runs, the runtime environment attempts, use of personal equipment and weapons, etc.);
c) the distribution of judges for individual teams and areas of work;
d) monitoring compliance with competition venues, tools and equipment in accordance with the Rules;
e) providing the necessary information to all participants,
f) approval of the sports venues and acts of measuring distances and testing fire equipment;
g) consideration and adoption of decisions on the applications and complaints;

h) the adoption of regulations on an established records;
i) meetings of representatives of the Jury and before, during and after the competition and approval of the results;
k) verification of the suitability of the premises allocated to the administration of sports facilities for the needs of competition;
l) the selection of the composition of panels of judges to work in the Commission on the admission of participants. The Commission includes representatives of the organization conducting the competitions, etc.;
m) timely submission to the organization conducting the competition, a written report on the competition (Appendix number 17).

3.3.3. The Main referee has the right to:
a) cancel the competition, postpone their start, stop their continued holding or declare a temporary break;
 b) amend the order and schedule of the competition, if it became necessary. However, the Chief Justice does not have the right to cancel, modify the conditions established by the provisions of the competition;
c) not to admit to the competition participants, who by age, category, clothing and so on. n., do not conform to rules or regulations of the competition;
 d) to exclude from participation in competitions  athletes incorrect actions and behavior, as well as showing a clear technical or physical unpreparedness;
d) remove the coaches and representatives of the teams for the incorrect actions and behavior, and does not perform its duties;
e) In the course of the competition the judges move, remove them from the discharge of duties, not coping, or violate the requirements of the Regulations;
g) to make final decisions on matters related to the conduct of the competition;
h) to cancel the decision of any judge, if he is convinced of the error of action or make decisions according to the judge.

3.4. Deputy of chief referee

3.4.1. For more rapid and efficient conducting of the competition chief judge appointed his deputies who work under his leadership. In the absence of the chief judge, his duties are fulfilled by the Deputy chief judge for judging. The number of substituents and the distribution of responsibilities between them is determined by the scale and scope of the competition.
3.4.2. Deputy of Chief referee may be entrusted to the following areas of work:

a) the distribution and the account of the work teams of judges;
b) technical support for competition;
c) the organization of information on competitions and solemnities.

3.4.3. Deputy of Chief Judge for the distribution and integration of work teams of judges (Referee) shall:
a) manage of the competition and follow their correct and precise conduct;
b) together with the organization conducting the competition, to work on acquisition of the jury, to allocate officials to the teams and areas of work;

c) to instruct the judges before the competition, to establish a single point of view on the refereeing, the interpretation of certain aspects of Regulation;
d) to schedule the distribution and the work of judges;
d) monitor the work of teams of judges and make the necessary move in the course of the competition;
e) according to senior judges and Deputy chief judges to make the characteristics of the judges (evaluation) for inclusion in the report of the chief judge.
3.4.4. Deputy Chief Judge for Information and solemnities must:
 
 a) to lead the organization and implementation of work according to the participants using all available means (radio, phones, display Board, etc.);
b) provide guidance solemn ceremonies (opening, closing, rewarding) work together to co-ordinate teams of information, awards, radio broadcasts and other services.

3.4.5. Deputy Chief Judge maintenance support must:
a) lead a group of logistics, to monitor the progress of the competition, responsible for measuring, training and equipment of venues. Sets the cause of the fault and fire equipment and technical equipment, allocated to it by GSK distributes judges and workers in the field of competition
b) selectively conduct technical inspection and testing of fire-technical equipment, and equipment in the private use of athletes;
c) draw up a report on the technical condition of sports facilities, fire and technical equipment and equipment athlete in case of accidents leading to injury.
If necessary, it can involve specialists for consultation and determine the cause of the accident.
3.5. Group of logistical support

Group logistics must:

a)to carry out a complex of measures for the admission of athletes, fire and rescue equipment and fire-technical equipment, training, storage, testing and marking of fire and technical equipment;
b) to prepare the equipment and sports equipment, referees and measuring tools, alarms, alerts, communications, electronic information equipment, the flagpole for the raising of the flags, a podium for the ceremony, etc

c) be kept in good technical condition competition venue, equipment, inventory, machinery and technical devices, as well as places for jury;

d) ensure that the panel of judges stationery, communication, electronic, printing and duplicating organizational technique;
e) organize the delivery of the participants to the places of training, competition and residence;

e) ensure at venues accommodation of the participants, the secretariat, doctors and others serving contest.
For work on the preparation of venues, as well as other economic activities in the process of competition, together with the administration of HSC sports facilities appointed commandant of competitions and allocate it the necessary number of workers.

3.6. Supervisor of competition

Supervisor executes all instructions chief judge of the competition, and his deputy for technical support, as well as the senior judges and members of the STC. Organizes work on site preparation for weighing equipment, the maintenance of order in the field of competition and warm-up, in the premises for the participants, judges and the media.
Supervisor must: 
a) ensure the timely marking places of the competition and their design. Create an act of sounding distance and submit it to the Deputy Chief Justice of Maintenance;

b) to organize the timely arrangement of shells and fire-fighting equipment on treadmills, as well as quick release them from PTV, after exercise athletes (teams);
 c) provide the telephone or direct contact for the judicial system, and to ensure that the work of sound reinforcement installation or megaphones to inform all the participants on the progress of the competition;
d) to have in reserve necessary amount of fire-fighting equipment and equipment; 

e) provide space for the panel of judges, to prepare stands, screens for the technical results of the competition;
 f) to organize checks and inspections of fire-technical equipment and sports ladders.
g) to organize the work in the preparation of a safety cushion for the training tower at each race.
3.7. Chief Secretary

3.7.1. The work of the secretariat managed by the Chief Secretary of the competition, which is subject to the Chief Judge. It is part of GSK.
The duties of the Chief Secretary include:

а)the allocation of responsibilities among the members of the secretariat and the organization of their work;

b) the reception of registered applications, the drawing of lots and drafting races; 
c) preparation of start lists Competition (application number 13) and bring them to the team representatives and other participants;

d) briefing and control over the work of the secretaries in the brigades of sports disciplines
e) processing of  results competitions in all sports disciplines in accordance with the Regulations. Preparation and submission of the representatives of the teams, at the end of the competition, the competition established protocols:

g) keeping minutes of meetings of GSC and meetings with the teams;

h) acts in preparation of records (for records compiled acts involving senior judges for this type), (application number 16);

e) provision of printing and reproduction of the outcomes of the competitions, drawing up the technical report.

All documents (technical report, the results of individual and team c• protocol team results (application number 15, Annex № 15.1);

• protocol command results in the rise of a hook ladder (Annex № 15.2, Annex № 15.6);

• Protocol personal results in the rise of a hook ladder (Annex № 15.3);

• protocol command results in overcoming the 100-meter obstacle (Annex № 15.4, Annex № 15.6);

• Protocol personal results in overcoming the 100-meter obstacle (Annex № 15.5);

• Protocol personal results in the snatch (Annex № 15.7);

• protocol command results in the 4x100m relay Fire (Annex № 15.8);

• protocol command results in the combat deployment (application № 15.9).
competitions, approved by the chief judge of the competition, the originals of the protocols, applications, and others.) Are provided on a mandatory basis in the organization of the competition.

3.7.2. Chief Secretary is responsible for the correctness of the protocol processing, scoring and determination of seats occupied by athletes and teams.

. For the technical work of the chief Secretary, depending on the volume of events must have assistants-secretaries acting under his direction and according to his instructions, and provided vehicles.
3.8. Senior judge for the competition
3.8.1. Senior Judge of mind is part of the HSC. It supervises the work of the judges on the form.

3.8.2. Senior Judge reports directly to the chief judge (or deputy chief judge) and works under his leadership.

3.8.3. The chief judge shall:

a) prior to the event to check the place of the competition, the correct layout and placement of equipment and ammunition
b) to organize the marking of fire-technical equipment;

c) submit proposals to suspend the athletes and judges who violate rules;

g) to consider the applications and complaints about decisions to report to the Chief Judge or Deputy Chief Judge;

d) have full responsibility for their decisions and correctly judging.

3.8.4. The Chief Judge has the right to selectively carry out checks and inspections of fire fighting equipment and fire-technical equipment.

3.8.5. Senior judge informs the chief judge of all violations that occurred during the competition and make proposals on the controversial issues in accordance with the Rules.
3.9. Starter and his assistants

3.9.1. A team of judges is made up of starters, main starter, one or more assistant starter.

3.9.2. Basic starter shall have full control action athletes are at the starting line. 3.9.3. Basic starter must:

a) make sure before every start of the readiness of judges and timekeepers at the finish;

b) monitor the correct position of the athletes at the start;

c) feeding the starting commands and signals to start running on the sports discipline with a pistol shot, a flag or a voice When submitting commands starter should stand in a place where it can best be seen all Start athletes, and so that it is clearly visible, judges timekeepers.
When submitting commands starter should stand in a place where it can best be seen all start athletes, and so that he is clearly visible, judges timekeepers.
When running on separate tracks with staggered starts the starter has to be possible at the same distance.
 3.9.4. If any of the athletes started running in sports discipline before the starting signal, the primary starter and his assistant to give repeated signals to stop and return of the athletes.

3.9.5. Basic starter alone shall decide all questions relating to the launch, except stop running the assistant starter when false start. His decision may be revoked by the chief judge (or his deputy), if they were in the immediate vicinity of the start and took the decision on the spot.
3.9.6. Assistant Starter must:
a) assist in the organization of work at the start, to give a signal (shot or voice) in case of early start (false start) any of the athletes, if it is not given the basic starter;

b) to check the presence of athletes next race, make a mark on turnout in the start Protocol before the start to inform on the finish on the non-appearance of the athletes c) monitor the correct position of the athletes at the start and in case of detection of any violations immediately signal to the main starter;
g) to write into start report all comments and solutions starter to have violated the Rules 
d) to prepare in advance and check available at the start of the necessary equipment and tools, and in case of his absence to take measures to timely delivery of it to the place of start

 g) in the course of the competition or immediately after the last start of the next type of program to give a signed by members of the starting teams report the Chief Secretary of the competition. 
3.10. Judge with participants
Judge with participants shall:
a) to monitor the presence of athletes at the start according to the Protocol of the competition and test their equipment in accordance with the Rules
 b) to fix the starting protocol violations, seek remedies and guide athletes to the start
b) if necessary to check through the team representative documents athletes.
3.11. Judge on distance

 Judge on distance must:
a) to monitor the availability and installation of equipment, sports equipment on the site, to take measures to correct deficiencies; 
b) to monitor the correctness of the sportsmen's passing the course and overcome obstacles; 
c) to fix the violations of the rules in the protocol and signal flag raised on this or other pre-conditioned way, the senior judge at the finish, at the end of the form to report violations in writing to the Chief Judge of mind
d) verify the availability and readiness of the athletes on their teams stage Fire relay; e) report on readiness of athletes and equipment (sports equipment) at a distance;
g) in case of accident to take measures to assist 
Judges at the stages are placed in such a way to see the athletes from start to finish.

During the competition in climbing with the hook ladder and fire relay, in case of breakage of stairs or violation of safety rules, the referee gives the command to terminate the voice athlete exercise. For example: "The fourth track, stop!". For this team the athlete immediately stops the exercise.
3.12. Judges stop-watch referee (timekeepers)
3.12.1. Timekeeper fix runtime athletes exercise.

3.12.2. The work of judges, headed by a senior timekeeper. It distributes duties among judges, timekeepers (procedure "reception" of athletes), using a stopwatch to monitor control of time.
Senior timekeeper shall: 
a) check the stopwatches before the competition;
b) to order officials timekeepers set the stopwatch to zero;
c) to give the go-ahead flag starter's readiness to "receive" athletes.
3.12.3. Timekeepers are on the finish line, or on the training tower so that could well see the start and finish.
3.12.4. Stopwatches switch on at the time the fire or the smoke from the gun of a starter or at the beginning of lowering the flag. The clock is stopped after the exercise athletes. Senior timekeeper records the stopwatch in the finish protocol (timing) of this for (application number 14). 
3.12.5. Judges timekeepers reported from his stopwatch (without discussing the testimony with other judges timekeepers) the chief judge-timekeeper, and if necessary, at his direction, give him the stopwatch. In case of divergence of opinion in the evaluation of the stopwatch is the final word belongs to the chief judge instrument reading timekeeper.
3.12.6. After recording time, the timekeeper has the right to put a stopwatch "to zero" only with the permission of the senior timekeeper.

3.12.7. Time athlete, who came first, recorded three stopwatches, calculates an average-arithmetic result. With two stopwatches accounted worst time one of the two stopwatches.
Note: In case of an error in recording the results of the protocol finish result does not erase and cross out one line and the next is written the correct result and shall be signed by the senior timekeeper.
3.12.8. At the end of the sports discipline of senior timekeeper passes decorated and signed protocols finish (timing), the Chief Secretary of the competition.
3.13. The referee at the finish
The referee at the finish line determines the correctness of the exercise at the finish, the order of arrival of athletes and yardage between them fixes posts of judges at a distance.
3.14. Secretary at the finish
Secretary at the finish makes the report of arrival of athletes and transmits the senior judge-timekeeper, witness it his signature.
3.15. The judge-informant (announcer). The assistant referee informant
In all competitions, the judge-informant (announcer) appointed.

3.15.1. Jobs judge informant should be aimed at promoting fire-rescue (fire-applied) sports. He promptly informs all participants, spectators and media representatives on the progress and results of the competition. 
3.15.2. The judge-informant must:

a) to know the position of the competition, team and personal achievements in all sports disciplines;
b) carry information during the competition, in a timely manner to inform about the best results and the process of competing
c) to declare the orders and instructions of the panel of judges on a course the competition;
d) beforehand  prepare the announcer's texts to solemn ceremonies, coordinating them with the GCS.
3.16. Referee-inspector of competition
Referee-inspector of the competition - official of the trained judges, appointed and approved by the organization of the competition.
3.16.1. Referee-inspector of the competition is obliged to:
a) to be guided in its work by the Rules and regulations of the competitions;
b) prior to the event to get acquainted with the composition of the qualifying panel of judges, the state of the material base of sports, where the competition is held; 
c) prior to the event to take action, if necessary, to address these shortcomings;

d) to inform the organization conducting the competitions, the identified shortcomings in the organization and conduct of, the measures taken to address them;

e) to familiarize with the planned measures to ensure order and security during the competition;
f) if necessary, without interfering in the activities of the members of the Ground Jury and the judging panel, specify them through  the Chief Justice on the noticed violations and make recommendations to address them, to monitor compliance;
g) at the end of the competition to prepare a brief written report in which to note the progress of the competition and its positive side, any flaws, give recommendations for similar competition;

l) To participate in the conference panel of judges before and after the competition.

3.16.2. Referee-inspector is part of GSK, but it is subordinated and accountable only to the organization conducting the competition and appointed him to the post.

3.16.3. In some cases, reverse the decision of the Chief Justice and the Ground Jury, if it is contrary to the rules and regulations of the competition.
3.17. The doctor of competitions
The doctor of the competition is part of the GSK.
The doctor of the competition is obliged to:

a) to check when applying correctly provided to the athletes medical records and controls in order to participate in the competition only approved for health sportsmen 
b) to carry out medical supervision of athletes during the competition;

      c) organize and control medical examination of athletes for special indications (diseases, injuries, etc.) and issue an opinion on the possibility of further participation in the competition;
In the case of removing the athlete from further participation in the competition to notify about this the Chief Justice;

d) ensure compliance with the hygiene requirements during the competition;

e) to ensure the provision of medical care;
f) on behalf of the organization holding the competition to organize doping control in accordance with approved procedures;

g) at the end of the competition to provide the Chief Judge and the organization conducting the competitions, the report on health care for the conclusions and proposals

2. Referees are located at the direction of senior referee, depending on the nature of the problem, but in a way, to see the participants and their actions3. A judge on fire engineering and the equipment monitors the correct installation of fire-technical equipment, operating pumps and other firefighting equipment.

4. When carrying out the competition with computing equipment of the judging panel can be assigned to judge the operators of computer technology.
4. REQUIREMENTS OF COMPETITIONS
4.1. General provisions
4.1.1. The sequence of events on the sporting disciplines defined by the Competition Regulations or installed at the site of HSC (depending on local or weather conditions).

4.1.2. Races in each sports discipline are determined on the basis of the draw.

4.1.3. The draw races and tracks held the panel of referees in advance in the presence of representatives of the teams.

4.1.4. Competition in climbing of a hook ladder and overcoming the 100-meter obstacle course consists of two attempts with semifinal and final round.

Number of athletes semifinals and finals are determined depending on the number of tracks.

4.1.5. In competitions in climbing with the hook ladder and overcoming the 100-meter strip with obstacles the formation of the semifinal races is done according to the best results shown in one of two attempts. The participants of the final race are determined by the best results of the semifinal races.
4.1.6. Competition in the fire relay among boys (juniors) and girls (juniors) is held in two attempts. 
4.1.7. Competitions in the combat deployment carried out in two attempts.
4.1.8. The loss of weapons or equipment while performing any exercise the athlete must return and pick it up lost, if  sportsmen fails to do this, the result is not counted.
4.1.9. In case of breakage or failure is detected sports equipment or fire-fighting equipment, due to no fault of the athlete, the last (team), with the permission of GSK given the right to re-execution of the exercise.

4.1.10. On the eve of the competition in the scheduled time, athletes are allowed to try out sports equipment for all sporting disciplines.
4.2.Start
4.2.1. The tracks, where athletes should start determined by drawing lots. In this case, referred to in the protocol sequence of names of athletes must comply with the draw.

4.2.2. In case of absence of one or more athletes start takes the track in accordance with the start list (without bias).
4.2.3. To prepare for the start including the putting pad (machines), hoses, ladders, fire extinguishers, athletes assigned to no more than 2 minutes (apart from the competition in a combat deployment) after the date of the call at the start of the next race. The competition in the combat deployment of athletes have 5 minutes.

If an athlete (group of athletes) do not have time to prepare for the start in the time allotted, the starter can give the command to terminate the preparation and cause athletes at the start, and if unprepared athlete (group of athletes) take the starting position - to make a comment. If the athlete (athletes group) is not ready after the recall, he (the group of athletes) is booked (or is disqualified).
4.2.4. Before the start assistant starter arranges athletes about 3 meters from the starting line, check their bibs and compliance rooms occupied tracks, recorded in the minutes; explain the athletes will be given as a signal to start running and return an unsuccessful start (shot, voice, whistle); clarify the rules for the use starting blocks (machines).

On readiness of athletes helpers, signal the starter on the readiness of athletes to the start. The starter takes the pre-command is "On your marks" and "Attention!" – on the language of the country hosting the competition. Instead of pre-verbal commands allowed to command with the whistle: the first two whistle (short and long) – "On your marks", second – long – "Attention!"
On the command "to start" the athletes take their stand comfortably in front of the start line without touching with hands or feet of the start line, with both hands and one knee must touch the ground and both feet fixed in the starting blocks. 

Allowed leave a  start of bed  for chocks the start line.
When the first stage start  of the fire relay and the rise on an assault ladder is not considered a violation if the projection on the treadmill place hands touch which starts stairs are behind the start line.

Convinced of the readiness of athletes, the starter gives the command "Attention!", In which the athletes must immediately get up and fix the final position, to stop any movement and to maintain the support arms at the track (or stairs) and contacts feet from the launch pads.

Athletes (group of athletes), which delayed the adoption of a fixed position can be reprimanded, and in the case of repeated violation of the rules declared a false start.
Making sure that all athletes still took the right start position, the starter motor is fired the starting pistol (or gives jerky loud command, "Go!", Accompanied by a sharp lowering of the previously raised the flag).

4.2.5. If the starter for any reason, delaying the start, he must give the command "were!", After which all athletes must withdraw from the starting positions and take them back only after re-team starter.
4.2.6. Athletes who have to signal the starter (before the shot, or the command "Go!") Separated from the first land an arm or leg, or body began to move, it is considered premature to have accepted start (false start), as a result, they are disqualified. If, before or after the signal to start the run basic starter and his assistant believes that any of the athletes start was received incorrectly, all athletes must be stopped (a second shot, whistle or voice) and returned to the starting line. This disqualification is announced to the athlete (the athletes), which starter is guilty of violating the rules of the start. If an incorrect start made by one athlete (group of athletes), causes premature (before the signal) departure from the other athletes start the race, only to be disqualified athlete (athletes), the perpetrator (perpetrators) in the false start. 
If the starter is difficult to identify the perpetrator in a false start, all athletes should show a green card, indicating that none of the athletes had not committed a false start.

4.2.7. An athlete charged with a false start shall raise the hand to confirm that he had heard and understood that declared the disqualification refers to it.

4.2.8. The athlete, made a false start in the race will be disqualified for this attempt.

4.2.9. All warnings and starter solutions are entered into the start list.
4.3.Running for distance

4.3.1. While running, the athlete has to run only in their track.

4.3.2. The panel of referees has the right to withdraw an athlete (team) from competitions in sport discipline:

- For the passage of any length distance on the neighboring track, leading to a reduction in the distance. The exception is the transition to the next track as a result of apparent loss of balance, falling on the condition that it does not interfere with other athletes served, including after a premature exit from the house;

- If the transition to the adjacent track will serve as a hindrance to the other competitor (a team) when performing exercises.
4.4.Finish
4.4.1. Exercise is done if the athlete (team) finished the race without violating the conditions provided for by the Rules of this sports discipline. The result of the athlete (team) is fixed:

- To overcome the 100-meter obstacle course and relay race - at the time of an imaginary plane touching the finish line with any part of the body except the head, neck, arms and legs. 
Sportsmen  considered finished distance ,when the body crossed over line and the plane unassisted finish without holding the barrel in his hands. If an athlete after touching the body finish the plane fall on the finish line, his time of arrival and order are stored on the condition that he would then own plane crosses the finish line;.
in the rise of a hook ladder – athlete stepped on the finish ground with both feet (on the ground floor) and closed contact device (electronic timekeeping); 

- In a combat deployment – the moment will be filled with water two targets (10 liters each).
4.4.2. The order of the end of the race and the results are determined by the athletes at the finish line judges and judges, timekeepers, or by using a special automated instrumentation time.

If not "trigger" electronic stopwatch time athlete (team) to overcome the 100-meter obstacle course, relay race and firefighting deployment counted on manual stopwatch with the addition of - 0.24 seconds, raise the hook ladder - 0.15 seconds.
4.4.3. At the end of the exercises in each sport discipline athlete at the finish equipment must conform to equip the athlete at the start.

4.4.4. Reported results are considered official if approved by the panel of referee.
4.5.Climbing with the hook ladder to the floor of the training tower

4.5.1. The athlete has the right to rise on an assault ladder act without restraining devices. At the request of the athlete organization of the competition, must provide insuring device.

4.5.2. Competition in climbing the stairs to the floors of assault training tower held in the sequence:
- An athlete goes to the starting line without stepping on it. Allowed to take his hand (hands) in a comfortable position for the ladder assault;

- For boys younger age group (14 years and under), for women, girls and juniors: ladder suspended in the window of the 2nd floor of the training tower. At a signal from the starter athlete starts and rises to the floors of the training tower in any way, without interfering with the athletes on other tracks.
4.5.3.It is forbidden to make "release" of the ladder assault from the "standing" position on the window sill.
Notes:

1. Preparation of a safety pad before the race produced by  special team of organizers of competition;

2. During the competition a training tower should be equipped with insuring grid (Annex № 6.1).
4.6. Overcoming the 100-meter obstacle
Competitions in overcoming the 100-meter obstacle course conducted in sequence:
a) The athlete with the barrel in front of the start line becomes, without stepping on it (the barrel is in any position)
b) when running at a distance athlete overcomes the fence takes sleeve overcomes the boom connects the sleeves together, ran to the branching , connected fire hose and lay the hose line. Fence overcome without stop legs of the rack and crosses slopes. Women, girls and juniors overcome the fence in any way. Sleeves are transferred in any way. The joint couplings between the fork and the stem may be performed on the spot or at a distance. When dismount from the boom on the ground before the boundary line, the athlete must return and again to overcome boom.

Do not carry branching from its place of installation;
c) after the finish of all connection heads must be serried;
g) Athlete at the finish should not keep the barrel in his hands. Otherwise, the result of it will be forfeited;

e) fire hoses (sports) are set directly by the sportsman of race. In case of a fall sleeveless, only the athlete is allowed to install them in the designated training time.

 Forbidden anyone to touch the sleeve after the team's starter "March!" or shot by a gun.
4.7. Fire relay
4.7.1. Fire relay consists of four stages of 100 meters.
4.7.2. Each athlete in the team relay race has the right to run only one stage. In competitions among young men and juniors, girls and juniors first and second stages are eligible to run only boys and girls younger and middle age groups, third and fourth stages - juniors. In competitions among girls and juniors fourth stage are eligible to run only juniors
4.7.3. Baton serves as fire hoses.
4.7.4. Passing the baton (fire hoses) made in the 20-meter zone transfer. The determining factor is the position of the stem, not the athlete. Athletes, takes the baton is permitted to start the run for 10 meters before the start of the transfer zone. The trunk is allowed to carry any way.
Athlete of the fourth stage team must cross the finish line with the barrel. In the fall of the trunk during the transfer can only raise its transmission. The trunk that had fallen on the neighboring track is allowed to lift so as not to interfere with other athletes, otherwise the team is disqualified.
4.7.5. The athlete, who passed the trunk can get away with running track, just making sure that it does not interfere with other athletes relay.
It prohibits any assistance to the athlete during exercise.
The team broke the rules, shall be disqualified.
4.7.6. Competition in the fire relay race held in the following order:
a) an athlete with a trunk and a sports ladder for fire relay is facing the start line (for boys, girls and women - the charge of stairs to the house);
b) the executive team or the athlete starts the starter signal. In later stages of the relay athletes start their own;
с) first stage: athlete, running up to the house, using the stairs for sports fire relay climbs to the roof, moves on her, jumped on the treadmill for the boundary line, touching the ground. When touch down before the line, the athlete must return and again to overcome the house;
d)  second stage: the athlete, taking the baton, overcoming a fence without stop legs of the rack or the slopes of the fence. Women, girls and juniors overcome the fence in any way. At the time of landing after experiencing athlete fence ignited flammable liquid in the pan;

e) The third stage: the athlete, taking the trunk, runs up to the sleeves, takes them and overcomes the boom, then runs up to the branching, Acceding tubular line and lays it. Sleeves are transferred in any way. Closure arms with each other and with the barrel permitted in place and in motion at a distance. The barrel is attached to the sleeve to "unlocking the line" and disconnected her. When you dismount from the boom to the ground before the limit line the athlete is obliged to return and overcome it again.

When crossing the line trunk unlocking athlete must hold a hose line so that the referee could be convinced of the correctness of closing the connection head of the trunk and arms. Location hose line after disconnecting the trunk does not taken into account. After the changeover (fire hoses) Athlete of the fourth stage of the half-nuts connecting hoses (and hose to the branching) should be closed;

g) The fourth stage: the athlete, taking the baton, ran to the fire extinguisher, take it, he brings to the pan, and puts out the burning liquid. Leave a fire extinguisher in the pan after the elimination of the burning liquid is prohibited.
Install a fire extinguisher is made of the fourth stage of the athlete themselves.
If burning is not eliminated with one extinguisher, the athlete uses the replacement.

The exercise is done, if you finish burning in the pan and around it is missing.

 If burning is not eliminated due to a technical malfunction, a fire extinguisher, by the decision of the GCS team is given a dash.

Do not use an extinguisher without hose

1.5 meters from the baking fire extinguisher spare set: the first track - the left, on the second track - right. In conducting competitions in the fire relay for 10 minutes before the start of the first race made warming trays with a combustible mixture in the amount of: water - 30 liters, diesel fuel - a 2-liter gasoline (Ai 95) - 0.25 liters and testing of fire extinguishers.

The draw of the fire extinguishers and the combustible mixture is held at the place of issuance of fire extinguishers (and mixtures).

On the day of testing sports equipment organizers of the competition are required to inform the representatives of the teams with the work of fire extinguishers and provide senior referee in fire-relay all fire extinguishers on testing.

4.8. Combat deployment


4.8.1. Competitions are held in a combat deployment using the pumps of the company «ROZENBAUER FOX III» with a full complete set of the pumps with the electric start  system.Heads connecting hose lines of "Storz".

4.8.2. Permission to carry out testing of pumps with suction and discharge of water before the first races (and replacement) according to the rules of competition to test the trunks and targets.
4.8.3. Terms of a combat deployment (application number 1, Annex № 1.1, the application number 2, Annex № 2.1, the application number 3, Annex № 3.1, the application number 4, annex number 5).
4.8.4. On the day of testing sports equipment organizers of the competition are required to inform the representatives of the teams with the work of the target.
4.9. Double-event

4.9.1. In double-event includes:
 a) climbing with the hook ladder on the 4th floor of a training tower; 
b) overcoming the 100-meter obstacle course. 

4.9.2. Definition of result in the snatch is made for the amount of time shown by the athletes in two sports disciplines. Double-event can be held in one or two days.

5. The competition venue, equipment and weapons
The organization of the competition is obliged to prepare and allocate for competitions assault ladders, ladders for fire relay, branching, pumps, hoses, etc. Equipment and weapons to meet the regulations and provide them at the request of representatives of the teams.
Competitions should be conducted only in sports facilities with synthetic turf racetracks. Area of combat deployment with treadmills length of at least 115 m (men), not less than 95 m (for women), at least 75 m (for boys (junior), girls (juniors) and a width of not less than 20 m (for athletes of all ages).
At carrying out of competitions on combat deployment coverage paths can be arbitrary. 
At carrying out of competitions on treadmills should be set to the starting blocks with numbers on the number of tracks, height of not less than 0.5 m.
During the competition the finish line has to be equipped with a special tower for placing judges, timekeepers. Start must be equipped with a pedestal for a starter and the "baskets" for sportswear athletes.
You may install mark on treadmills only self-adhesive tape (adhesive, colored tape) with obligatory subsequent removal of judges from the group to ensure competition.
5.1. Playground for competitions in climbing with the hook ladder
5.1.1. The length of the pad is not less than 50 m. The width (in the training tower four rows of windows) is not less than 10 m.

 5.1.2. Training Tower - a four floors. Its vertical plane sheathed exterior building materials, is working on it and provides:
a) two or more window openings on each floor (except the first), size 1,1h1,87 m;

b) the distance from the window to crop the wall not less than 0.65 m;

c) the width of the window sill 37-39 cm;

d) the distance from the upper surface of the sill to the floor 80 + 7 cm (including the use of the contact pad) (Annex № 6.2);
e) the height of the sill of the 2nd floor of the surface of the protective cushion of 4.25 m, the distance between the sills of the 2nd, 3rd, 4th floors of 3.3 m;

f) on the front side of the tower, along its width at line treadmill is draw, the level of which is preparing a safety cushion.
The distance from the sill (top surface) up to the upper edge of the line of 4.25 m.
Note: The window sills of the 2nd, 3rd, 4th floors should act on the plane of the facade of the tower 3 cm; to the front of its entire width at the level of window sills of the 2nd, 3rd and 4th floors stuffed beam (rod), the thickness of the timber (rack) must be included in the size of the window sill;
g) on the work of the training tower should not be any openings (except for window openings) and protruding parts. At a distance of 3.2 m from the upper surface of the sill of the 2nd floor of the training tower to its base on the front side sewn timber sizes 6x6 cm over the entire width of the tower (the distance is measured to the underside of the beam). 
Under the windows of the 2nd floor to the ground are allowed to fill the facade of the sheet metal, rubber, plastic or plywood to protect athletes from splinters.
Allowed to equip the right part of the window sill (in the direction of movement of the athlete) artificial sports surfaces type "Rezdor" or similar;
h) on each floor of the tower should be the ground depth (from the operating side) is not less than 1.5 m, each site must have access to a fixed ladder. Fixed ladder with guardrails installed inside the tower on one of its non-working parties; 
k) training tower shall be equipped with insuring grid (Annex № 6.1); 
l) before the working side of the tower is arranged in the ground safety pad thickness of not less than 1 m, a width of 4 m the front side, on the sides of the serving size of the tower is not less than 1 m.

The safety pad specified thickness of the filling is composed of 50% sawdust and 50% of sand, which are mixed together and poured a layer on the resilient base. The thickness of the base - 0.5 m.
Between springy base and backfilling is done laying out mats. Filling in the pit should be loosened enough, but on par with a running track. For the removal of water from the pit cushions made drainage or another device providing the water flow.
5.1.3. For competitions in climbing with the hook ladder at a distance of 32.25 m from the base of the tower is applied to the start line. The width of each track is not less than 1.7 m. the Starting line white paint is applied parallel to the façade of the tower. Diagram of a four-story training tower and a safety cushion (Appendix No. 6).
5.2. Playground for competitions in overcoming the 100-meter strip with obstacles.
5.2.1. During the competition to overcome the 100-meter obstacle course for two or more tracks track length must be at least 115 m, the track width of not less than 2 m.

Outside the 100-meter obstacle must be a free area is not less than 5 meters before start line and 10 m after the finish.
5.2.2. Across the track is applied (white paint)

a) the starting line - at the beginning of the track;

b) the finish line - at the end of the track.

All lines are put 5 cm wide, the starting line is included in the total expense of the length of the treadmill, and the finish is beyond the distance. In continuation of the finish line on either side of the treadmill at a distance of 30 cm from the edge put the finishing post.
5.2.3. The 3-5 m behind the start line, while running on separate tracks, must be installed clearly visible for audience and referees pointers serial number of tracks (score tracks from the inner edge).

5.2.4. To signal its readiness starter judges timekeepers and judges at the finish line, as well as signals of judges at a distance, used colored flags or devices such as traffic lights.
5.2.5. On the track are set:

a) fence - 23 m from the starting line; fence height - 2 m (for boys younger and middle age groups - 1.7 m, for girls, juniors and women - 70 cm); Width - 2 m; fence wall thickness of 40-50 mm; on the fence on two sides stuffed (glued) material for improved adhesion (rubber or equivalent) (Appendix number 9);
b) two branches in roll 28 meters from the starting line;

c) the boom - the front end of the gangway 38 meters from the start line, the front end of the horizontal portion of the beam of 39.6 m from the starting line. Top boom flat, width of 18 cm. The boom mounted horizontally on the support pillars. The length of the boom 8 m; height to the top surface of the ground 1.2 m (for boys younger and middle age groups, girls, juniors and women - 80 cm); to both ends of the boom attached gangway, 2 m long, 25 cm wide (Appendix number 8).

On the working surface of the boom can be any solid (universal) coverage, in which you can run to athletic shoes with spikes.
d) the boom - the front end of the gangway 38 meters from the start line, the front end of the horizontal portion of the beam of 39.6 m from the starting line. Top boom flat, width of 18 cm. The boom mounted horizontally on the support pillars. The length of the boom 8 m; height to the top surface of the ground 1.2 m (for boys younger and middle age groups, girls, juniors and women - 80 cm); to both ends of the boom attached gangway, 2 m long, 25 cm wide (Appendix number 8).

On the working surface of the boom can be any solid (universal) coverage, in which you can run to athletic shoes with spikes.
On the upper surface of the gang-plank stuffed transverse wooden or rubber blocks with a width of 5 cm, height 3 cm, 35 cm, starting at the top center of the boom. At the end of the horizontal portion of the boom across the track and along the entire width of white paint is applied limiting line;
c) branch, the working connection head which must be located above the mark of 75 m from the starting line. The circuit layout area during the exercise "to overcome the 100-meter obstacle" (application  number 10).

5.3. Features of carrying out of competitions on the premises. Requirements to the venues of competition.
Competitions are held in heated rooms with treadmills and training tower for the competition in climbing stairs and assault to overcome the 100-meter obstacle course. International competition is recommended for specialized complex with sports facilities 2-4 treadmills.
The track for the competition to overcome the 100-meter obstacle must be at least 115 meters (after the finish of at least 10 meters and 5 meters from the starting line). If organizers can not provide the required distance after the finish, should provide soft stops to ensure the safety of athletes.
5.4. Playground for competitions in the fire relay
5.4.1. Track length should be 400 m, width of not less than 2.4 m. The run track is separated from the inner curve of the field up to 3 cm and 5 cm wide, painted in white.
5.4.2. Tracks number count from the inner edge. All tracks are separated from each other by white lines 5cm wide, on the external side of each track. The width of the line on the right hand runner, is the size of the width of the track.
5.4.3. The measurement should be carried out along the lines of measurement for the first track spaced 30 cm from the inner edge of the edge, for the rest of the track - 20 cm from the adjacent interior. Measurement of tracks is made with a metal tape measure.
5.4.4. On the track over its entire width at right angles to the touchline, the white lines are marked "Start" and "Finish".

At each stage of the changeover zone is marked by a length of 20 m. It is limited to two lines cross at a distance of 10 meters forward and backward from the line beginning stages. 10 m from the beginning of the transmission zones of the 2nd, 3rd and 4th stages of applied lateral line - the beginning of the takeoff phase of the athletes. The width of the lines (5 cm), marking the transfer zone in zone size is not included.
In conducting competitions in designated fire relay stages and areas changeover conical studs, with a minimum height of 0.3 m, located on the width of the dividing line.
5.4.5. In each track set the following obstacles:
a) First stage:

At 30 meters from the start of the front part of the house (the length of the house - 5 meters height from the ground to the roof ridge - 2.5 m). Gable roof (length - 4 m, width of each of the roof - 1.5 m, the slope of ramps 30 °). Skates across their entire length to 20 cm from the lower end to mid stuffed timber 10 cm wide and 6 cm high, the base of the house - 2-2.4 m.
At the end of the house is set horizontal platform 1 meter in height from the ground of 1.75 m, a width of 2-2.4 m (for boys, junior girls, junior and women further establishes a second horizontal platform length of 1 m and a height from the ground 0 9 m 2-2.4 m in width and the charge of stairs to the house).
The front part of the roof (from the start) is sawed 30 cm on both sides of the ridge (to a depth of 5-7 cm). It is recommended that the working surface of the house to use any solid (universal) coverage, in which you can run in shoes with spikes.

The front of the house is sewn planks. At the end of the house (platform) on the treadmill applied restrictive line. Scheme of sports house (Annex № 7.1);
b) a second stage:

50 m from the start of the stage - a fence height of 2 m (for boys - 1.7 m, for women, girls and juniors - 70 cm). Scheme fence sports collapsible (Appendix number 9);
c) The third stage:

At 15 meters from the start of the stage  with two are mounted sleeves roll.

At 25 meters from the start of the stage - front-end gangway boom.

The length of the boom 8 m, height up to the upper surface of the ground 1.2 m (for girls, juniors and women 80 cm).

At the end of the horizontal portion of the boom white paint is applied across the track over its entire width boundary line, 55 meters from the start of the stage - a fork, 80 meters from the start of the stage is applied white paint line disconnection trunk across the path along its entire width. Shame of a sports boom (Appendix number 8);
d) The fourth stage:

At 20 meters from the start of the stage is set extinguisher, 50 m to the front edge - the metal (metal thickness of not less than 3 mm) baking length 1.5 m, width 1 m, depth 20 cm.

For protect the run track pan set on a stand (shield) of any material. The height of the structure should not exceed 10 cm.
From the possible release of the burning liquid from the pan on the treadmill during her extinguishing allowed to stand for placing the baking of a special non-combustible material lining.

Handle the pan is recommended to strengthen its ends.
Baking is filled with liquid in the sequence and the number (L):

Water - 30;

diesel - 2;

gasoline (AI 95) - 0.25.
5.4.6. After each race baking freed from the remnants of the liquid, washed and filled with new portions of the liquid. Each competition is recommended to use 2-3 sets of trays.
5.4.7. Obstacles in the fire relay should be installed in straight lines so that the path of movement of athletes was held parallel to the marking lines of treadmills. The fence is positioned on the normal line, the front wall of the tray is positioned on the normal line offset left cutting angle from the inner edge to 50 cm.
5.4.8. Dimensions and fixing the remaining obstacles used in fire relay correspond to the size of the obstacles and fastenings used to overcome the 100-meter obstacle course.

The circuit layout area when performing exercises "fire 4x100m Relay" (Appendix number 7).
5.5. Fire equipment
5.5.1. For fire-fighting equipment must meet the following requirements:

a) assault ladder: Departure hook at least 40 cm, weight not less than 8.5 kg, the number of 13 steps.

You may use the collapsible sports ladders to overcome the house and climbing the training tower, meet the requirements of the Regulations;
b)Ladder for overcome the first stage of a house fire relay race: the weight of not less than 8 kg, the length of not less than 2.95 m, width 0.3 m (+ 5 cm), the number of steps 8 pcs. (steps may be circular or rectangular, may be coating the working surface level rubberized material), the stringer should have no design changes by welding;
c) Fire hoses (pair): linen, synthetic, etc., the length is not less than 19 m, a width of 60 mm, weight of not less than 5 kg (for boys younger age group, for women, girls and juniors - at least 4 kg). Permission is granted to use metal and plastic connection heads "ROT." The height of the roll sleeveless (without connection heads) is not more than 35 cm.
It is allowed to have a plate on the sleeves, excluding them from falling when installed on a running track, which must be securely attached to the sleeves. Do not insert into the sleeves of all kinds of rigid inserts in different materials, increasing their height. The presence of the seals at the coupling head is necessary;
d)Fire-hose barrel length 25 cm, weight of not less than 0.4 kg, belt strap (cord) of not more than 0.5 m;
e)three-way fire branching : one central valve and all the connection head, on the support pillars (pillars amount - less than 4, the diameter of the column from 1 to 4 cm (without spikes), set arbitrarily on the treadmill. The distance from the lower cusped connecting head to cover the treadmill should be no more than 6 cm. vertical to the horizontal plane of the half-nuts treadmill should be at a right angle.
Allowed to use particular branching meet the requirements of the Rules. Excludes the use of branching on the platform;
g) Fire relay race at the fourth stage with powder extinguishers, with a weight charge 5 + 1 kg, the total weight of the fire extinguisher with a charge of not more than 10 kg, certified by the manufacturer with a metal fitting connecting hose with a fire extinguisher.
5.6.Sport base
5.6.1. The administration of sports facilities, along with the organization conducting the competition, is responsible for the quality of sports facilities and competitions.
5.6.2. The administration of sports facilities need to provide the best conditions for competition and participation of athletes: 

a) the number and sanitary condition of the locker rooms and showers must comply with hygienic standards;
b) to identify and prepare a place for prestart workouts athletes;

c) Identify and equip the collection and control of prelaunch athletes;
d) the competition venue must fully comply with the requirements of the Regulation, equipped with the necessary set of sports equipment, furniture and equipment;

e) should be based on the required proven means for checking the inventory and equipment (weights, templates etc.).
f) measuring tools and instruments must have a passport and the stamp of state control organization for their verification, admission to work, showing the passage of the relevant tests in a timely manner;
g) signs the act of readiness of sports facilities for the competition, of ensuring order and safety for the athletes, officials, spectators and other persons on the basis of sports during the competition;

h) sports facilities should be equipped with the necessary means to ensure the information of athletes, officials, spectators, representatives of mass media (radio, scoreboards field competitions stationary alphanumeric display, demonstration protocols, indicators and so on.);
k) at the disposal of the organizers and the Jury necessary premises for: judicial sector on the podium, the room for the judges, the secretariat of the meetings, the group award committee for the admission of athletes, the Chief Justice, the press center, the Jury of Appeal, duplicating equipment, doping control solution, etc. 

with appropriate furniture, lighting, means of communication, signs, spaces, etc.;
l) provides participants and the Jury shelter from rain and sun;

m) and sports facilities should have the necessary conditions for medical care of athletes and provide medical assistance to other persons present at the competition;
n) provides facilities for doping control of athletes;

o) sports facilities should have a telephone network providing communications training places and performances of athletes with the Secretariat, a press center and other facilities used for competitions;
p) on sports base should be created to display the progress of the competition by means of television, provide working photojournalists;

r) before and during the competition sports facilities should be colorfully decorated with flags, banners, slogans, greetings and other visual agitation (including advertising is permitted);
s) ensure solemnities necessary facilities, equipment and facilities;

t) is responsible for ensuring security and public order;

m) in the days of the competition organizing work canteens to feed all participants, media representatives and spectators.
6. Registration records and higher achievements
6.1.General provisions
6.1.1.The record is considered to be the result of more than the existing record in a particular sports discipline Fire Rescue (Fire and crafts) sports shown in official international competitions in strict compliance with the requirements of the Rules and approved by the International Sports Federation of firefighters and rescuers.
6.1.2. As the record is recorded absolutely the best result in the discipline of sport Fire Rescue (Fire and crafts) sports.

6.1.3. Registration record outdoors and indoors implemented separately.
6.2.The procedure for fixing the record result
6.2.1.The record may be recognized as the result shown in the preliminary rounds and finals, as well as in the qualifying competition, dashes conducted to determine the personal space (if the latter were carried out with precise measurement results). In this sports discipline, which shows the results must be included in the program of the Regulation on the competition.
As a result of the record is allowed to register, shown in international competitions dedicated to memorable dates, holidays, and so on, is not provided in advance plan, but carried out in strict accordance with the requirements of Regulation.
It is necessary to notice such competitions and competition program was published at least 3 days prior to the event, and competition sports discipline, which shows record results, completed at least three athletes.

6.2.2. Records of the international competitions registered by the electronic device. Start should be given a shot from the pistol.
 6.2.3. Records of the international competitions registered by the electronic timing.
6.2.4. Results in overcoming the 100-meter obstacle course (also taken into account in the Nordic combined), shown with a fair wind, the average speed in the direction of which runs more than 2 m / sec, can not be fixed as the record. Performance record result should be immediately checked by the Chief Justice or his deputy. In addition, subject to verification of the shells, which was a record result is shown, as well as fire-fighting equipment.
6.2.5. The highest achievement in Nordic combined registered only after preliminary attempts to climbing stairs and assault to overcome the 100-meter obstacle course.

6.2.6. Measuring tools (stopwatches, tape measures and other devices used to determine the time, distance or weight), which was recorded and checked the record must meet the requirements of standardization.
6.2.7. Records of the World, Europe, Asia recorded if the following conditions are met:

- The data entered in the competition plan major sporting events of the International Sports Federation of firefighters and rescuers;

- Panel of referee approved by the International Sports Federation of firefighters and rescuers;
- As part of the panel of referee present the judge inspector appointed by the International Sports Federation of firefighters and rescuers inspect data and competitions;

- Competitions are held in accordance with the Rules, provided reporting documents, acts on the line of sports equipment, while the instrumentation required parameters.
6.3. The procedure of registration of records (highest achievements)
 6.3.1.All registered records are approved after checking materials panel of judges.

6.3.2. For the approval of the record of international competitions in the International Sports Federation of firefighters and rescuers should be given a special certificate in 2 copies (on a form printed in hard copy, on a form approved by the International Sports Federation of firefighters and rescuers).
The certificate is made on each result exceeding the existing record, even if the record has been improved several times, or repeated on the same day two or more athletes.
Enclosed with the act:

a) true (working) protocol competitions in this sport discipline;

b) photo-finish prints, if used while the measuring device.
These materials should be sent to the organization conducting the competition in international sports federation of fire fighters and rescuers no later than 10 days from the day when he was shown a record result.

Materials about the record results come in the International Sports Federation of firefighters and rescuers to verify the correctness of their preparation in accordance with the rules approved by the Conference.
6.3.3. If the same competition on the same day in different preliminary or final race of the two (or more) the athlete will show the same record result, they are all considered to be champions no matter how distributed between locations. The table records in this case, the names of the champions are listed in alphabetical order.
6.3.4. If the same results (for the stopwatch) will have two (or more) athlete of the same race, all they are the champions and table records their names are listed in order of their places in the record race.
6.3.5. If within one calendar day in different cities will be shown the same record result several athletes in any sports discipline Fire Rescue (Fire and crafts) Sports, the champions are all the athletes showed this result. In this case, the table records the names of champions are listed in chronological order of their achievements in astronomical (absolute) time.
